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Reform of State Enterprises: History, Reality and Future

Abstract: The basic experience of the 20 year-reformation of the state-owned enterpri-
ses is to consider the reformation and the development of them from an angle of activating the
whole state-owned economy and participating in international economic competition. Accord-
ing to this. China’s current basic problems in state-owned economy are not such superficial
ones as nonseparation of enterprises from government administration,improper mechanism,
imperfect management. the high ratio of liabilities, the heavy social burdens in system and
concrete policy etc. , but that the whole scale 1s somewhat great and the inborn system is defi-
cient. So the future reformation policy of state-owned enterprises should lower the proportion
of state-owned economy properly, perfecting China's system of ownership structure by non-
nationalization of some stateowned enterprises; reforming the old pattern of "being owned by
central government and managed by all levels of local governments”, which has leen carried
out for a long time, establishing the new pattern of "being owned and managed by all levels of
local governments directly”.
