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Financial Policy for Chinese Agriculture after Accessing WTO
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Abstract:  Agricultural policies of all WTO member countries have been limited by WTO'
s regulations and treaties that eliminate agricultural protection. Advantages of the protection
policies for agriculture adopted at home and abroad are outweighed by disadvantages. Devel-
oped countries have turned their agricultural protections into agricultural support. Theoretical
studies on such protection and practice sound doubtful Chinese agriculture will have made
reapid and sustained progresses only when there is relevant financial support policy.
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
