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Unsymmetrical Information, Incomplete Contract and
Built-up of Credit Institution in China

Abstract: Through analysis of information economics and institutional economics on Chi-
na's credit market, this paper demonstrates that unsymmetrical information and incomplete
contract are the primary causes of serious distortion of credit relationship and widespread moral
hazard in Chinese credit market, which derive from the unsuitable institutional arrangement
and imperfect legal system. On the basis of such theoretical analysis, the paper proposes a
framework bettering the institutional arrangement in current credit relationship in China.
