Income Split, Institution Rigidity and Challenge from Outside

Abstract: The economic reform which put more emphasis on efficiency has led to an in-
creasing income split and in greater degree caused institution rigidity. In the process of game be-
tween different profit groups, the rich group will not give up their gained benefits voluntarily in
the short time, however,in the long run they have to change the current regulation, for they will
face a result of public tragedy. The game inside the rich group has to get aid from the govern-
ment to promote the process because of the problem of uncertainty of vote right and imperfect
punishment and motivation. In the short run, the rich can mostly affect the government. With
the strengthening of government regulation and the universal existence of rent-seeking, the gov-
ernment policy of income split will probably induce the kitchen tragedy because of discirmina-
tion to the system of ownership. In the mean time, the rigid characteristics of fiscal expendi-
ture constrains tax system reform, which makes it difficult for the utility of tools, that is, indi-
vidual income tax and transfer payment,to distribute income fairly. Under the pressure of com-
petition from outside, it is possible to break through the situation of institutions rigidity in the
long run,and thus equalizing the negotiation between the rich and the poor in the process of
market expansion,and relieving the tendency of the intensification of income split.
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
