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Calculation of ‘the Size of Tax Evasion in China
and Analysis of Its Effects on Economy

Abstract: Accurate estimation of tax evasion size is a precondition and
basis of analyzing its effects on economy. Employing the method of cash ra-
tio, the paper estimates underground economy size and tax evasion size
caused by underground economy from 1985 to 2002 in China. It also esti-
mates the size of tax evasion in opening economy and estimates the total size
of tax evasion in China by combining the two. On this basis, the paper ana-
lyses the effects of tax evasion on economy from three aspects: the effects of
tax evasion on government’s income and GDP, the effects of tax evasion on
resource collocating and on income distribution.
