An Analysis on the Fiscal Vulnerability in China

Abstract: After discussing the fiscal state in China by using the analyzing framework of fiscal
vulnerability , the paper points out that at the level of initial fiscal situation and short-term fiscal risk
there exists great fiscal vulnerability in Chinese fiscality. Although the mid-long term fiscal state shows
that Chinese fiscality bears strong sustainability, it is quite possible for the deterioration of the state of
budget deficit and the appearance of crisis, if there is no drastic adjustment in the recent economic situ-
ation and in the factors of fiscal system.
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
