The Development of Value Theory:
Naturalism Theory of Value

Abstract: This paper argues that the past theory of value focused on
three aspects: the conflict between subjective and objective theory of value,
the deviation of the natural order from the economic order, and the conver-
ging of demand- decision theory with the supply-decision theory.
