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The Employment Elasticity in the Process of
Economy Growth of China.

Abstract; The economy growth of China, because of the decrease of em-
ployment elasticity, does not bring on corresponding employment increase.
This paper analyzes the essential gifts, the reform of economy system and
the economy growth and their influence to the employment elasticity. It also
analyzes the positive impact on the employment in the process of employ-
ment elasticity declining. The outcome of research indicates that the econo-
my system and the economy growth instead of essential gifts are the main
factors that affect the employment elasticity. Therefore, the overemphasis
on economizing the capital resources and exerting the advantages of cheap la-
bor force can not improve the employment elasticity.
